If a Force Majeure situation arises, the Supplier shall promptly notify the Purchaser in writing of
such conditions and the cause thereof. Unless otherwise directed by the Purchaser in writing,
the Supplier/Service Provider shall continue to perform its obligations under the contract as far
as is reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not
prevented by the Force Majeure event.

Settlement of Disputes

The Purchaser and the supplier shall make every effort to resolve amicably by direct
informal negotiation any disagreement or dispute arising between them under or in
connection with the Contract.

If, after twenty-one (21) days, the parties have failed to resolve their dispute or difference by
such mutual consultation, then either the Purchaser or the Supplier/Service Provider may give
notice to the other party of its intention to commence arbitration, as hereinafter provided, as to
the matter in dispute, and no arbitration in respect of this matter may be commenced unless
such notice is given. Any dispute or difference in respect of which a notice of intention to

commence arbitration has been given in accordance with this Clause shall be finally settled by
arbitration. Arbitration may be commenced prior to or after delivery of the services under the
Contract.

The dispute settlement mechanism/arbitration proceedings shall be concluded as
under:

(a) If any dispute or difference arises between parties hereto as to the construction,
interpretation, effect and implication of any provision of this agreement including the rights
or liabilities or any claim or demand of any party against other or in regard to any other
matter under these presents but excluding any matters, decisions or determination of which
is expressly provided for in this agreement, such disputes or difference shall be referred to
Delhi International Arbitration Centre (DIAC), New Delhi.

(b) In the case of a dispute between the purchaser and a Foreign Supplier, the dispute shall be
settled by arbitration in accordance with provision of sub-clause (a) above. But if this is not
acceptable to the supplier then the dispute shall be settled in accordance with provisions of
UNCITRAL (United Nations Commission on International Trade Law) Arbitration Rules.

(@) The parties shall continue to perform their respective obligations under the Contract
unless they otherwise agree; and

(b) the Purchaser shall pay the Service Provider any monies due the Service Provider.

Applicable Law

The Contract shall be interpreted in accordance with the laws of the Union of India and all
disputes shall be subject to place of jurisdiction from where the Purchase Order has been
issued.

Conditional tender will not be accepted.
Code of Integrity

The bidders/suppliers should sign a declaration about abiding by the Code of Integrity for Public
Procurement in bid documents.

“anti-competitive practice”: any collusion, bid rigging or anti-competitive arrangement, or
any other practice coming under the purview of the Competition Act, 2002, between two
or more bidders, with or without the knowledge of the purchaser, that may impair the
transparency, fairness and the progress of the procurement process or to establish bid
prices at artificial, non-competitive levels;

“coercive practice”: harming or threatening to harm, persons or their property to
influence their participation in the procurement process or affect the execution of a
contract;

“conflict of interest”: participation by a bidding firm or any of its affiliates that are either
involved in the consultancy contract to which this procurement is linked; or if they are
part of more than one bid in the procurement; or if the bidding firm or their personnel
have relationships or financial or business transactions with any official of purchaser who
are directly or indirectly related to tender or execution process of contract; or improper
use of information obtained by the (prospective) bidder from the purchaser with an intent
to gain unfair advantage in the procurement process or for personal gain; and

“Obstructive practice”: materially impede the purchaser’s investigation into allegations of
one or more of the above mentioned prohibited practices either by deliberately
destroying, falsifying, altering; or by concealing of evidence material to the investigation;
or by making false statements to investigators and/or by threatening, harassing or
intimidating any party to prevent it from disclosing its knowledge of matters relevant to
the investigation or from pursuing the investigation; or by impeding the purchaser’s
Entity’s rights of audit or access to information;

a) Cancellation of the relevant contract and recovery of compensation for loss

incurred by the purchaser;

b) Forfeiture or encashment of any other security or bond relating to the
procurement;
c) Recovery of payments including advance payments, if any, made by the purchaser

along with interest thereon at the prevailing rate.

iii) Provisions in addition to above:

a) Removal from the list of registered suppliers and banning/debarment of the
bidder from participation in future procurements of the purchaser for a period not
less than one year;

b) In case of anti-competitive practices, information for further processing may be
filed under a signature of the Joint Secretary level officer, with the Competition
Commission of India;

C) Initiation of suitable disciplinary or criminal proceedings against any individual or
staff found responsible.
